English Language Learners 
Department 
Our College provides crucial English language 
learners support for our International Students 
to improve on their English competency through 
two main curriculum areas - English and Religious 
Education. In-class mainstream support is also 
offered across a range of other curriculum areas 
within the context of New Zealand’s secondary 
schools. The focus is on developing our students’ 
English language skills of reading, writing, 
speaking, and listening. Our aim is to help the 
senior students to learn the academic language, 
read and write information texts and to gain the 
National Certificate of Educational Achievement 
(NCEA) Level 2 literacy qualification - one of the 
key University Entrance requirements for tertiary 
education in New Zealand and overseas. 

International Student Committee

have the opportunity of developing their leadership 
and organisational skills by becoming a member of 
our International Student Committee.

International Students at 
Sacred Heart College

This committee is made up of four to five 
senior international boys representing a diverse 
range of nationalities. Each year the committee 
is actively involved with, and assists, the 
International Department to organise various 
popular social activities and trips, such as the 
Mission Bay outing, Fun Sports Day, BBQ, 
and Disco night. These events enable our 
International Students to integrate into our 
wider community and bring a sense of global 
citizenship to our school.



Sacred Heart College has a long history of 
welcoming and educating International Students 
from all over the world. Our College provides 
a challenging curriculum based on the New 
Zealand Curriculum Framework and is renowned 
for providing students with a caring, supportive 

environment in which 
they excel both 
academically and 
socially. Students at 
all levels are extended 
academically with 
appropriate support 
and specialist courses.

In Years 7 to 10, the curriculum focuses on core 
subjects and gradually introduces specialist 
subjects as students’ progress. At Years 9 and 
10 the curriculum has a greater reliance on 

individualised learning. In Year 11, students enter 
NCEA Level 1. Able students are offered a range 
of extension courses including the opportunity 
to study at scholarship level. Many courses are 
available in Years 11 to 13 covering the National 
Qualifications Framework Unit Standards, and 
NCEA Levels 2 and 3. Many students undertake 
study across these levels. Religious Education is 
compulsory for all students, and for International 
Students is taught by English language teachers 
to further assist in improving the boys’ English 
competency and gaining credits.

The Study Centre and tutorial workshops are 
available throughout the academic year. This 
enables International Students to focus on 
improving their English language skills, obtain 
learning support for key subject areas, and prepare 
them for NCEA assessments and examinations.

School Reporting
A Weekly Notes report is emailed to parents/
guardians each week for students in Years 7 
to 13. This is designed to provide feedback to 
students and parents/guardians on the level of 
effort that has been shown each week. The grades 
given range from 1 to 5, where 1 is poor and 5 is 
excellent. 

Academic Tracking Evenings are held twice a year 
for senior students to ensure the best academic 
outcome is achieved for our International Students. 
They are designed to provide parents and 
students a clear indication of the predicted level 
of achievement in each subject, based on current 
work ethic and academic levels shown to date.

Reports are also emailed home twice a year for 
each student, following examinations. Parent-
Teacher Interviews are held once a year, generally 
at the end of Term 2 to give important information 
regarding how each student is progressing and 
provide suggestions as to how each student can 
achieve at a higher level.

Students are encouraged 
to test their knowledge in 
national and international 
competitions.

Sacred Heart College graduates are accepted into 
some of the world’s best universities including 
University of Cambridge and Columbia University. 
Many students also choose to sit New Zealand 

Scholarship examinations, to 
further extend and challenge 
them beyond Level 3 NCEA, 
and the results are always 
impressive. Every year, a 
number of our students 
are awarded prestigious 

University Scholarships, and over 80% of the boys 
will pursue tertiary education.

The International Department sets its goals of 
recruiting and retaining long-term students with 
a focus on their academic performance. NCEA 
results for our International Students have been 
very pleasing with pass rates in Levels 1, 2 and 3 
consistently on par with the results for the whole 
school over the last few years. Each year across all 
Senior levels, a number of International Students 
gain Excellence endorsements and subsequently 
are accepted by some of New Zealand’s top 
universities and abroad including Melbourne 
University, University of Sydney, University 
of Queensland, Auckland University, Otago 
University, Keio University, and Chulalongkorn 
University.

Over the years, we have seen a number of our 
International Students elected to be school 
prefects. Many boys are actively involved with 
school sport, music, art and social groups and 
contribute positively in this very caring and 
supporting a Catholic, Marist and Champagnat 
environment.

Music at Sacred Heart College has a proud 
tradition which continues to be built upon, 
whether in the classroom or in co-curricular 
musical activities.

In 
these classes, students cover topics such as 
music composition, orchestral instruments, 
rock music, TV music - all through practical 
music participation.

Accommodation

International Students have the option of either 
living in the Sacred Heart College Hostel or 
with a homestay family, which is arranged and 
monitored by the College via an experienced 
homestay placement agency. The International 
staff provide care and support to all International 
Students and their homestay families.

College Boarding Hostel
Sacred Heart College Hostel provides a residential 
Catholic, Marist and Champagnat community 
that develops our students’ faith, academic 
potential, leadership, sporting and cultural 
excellence. Sacred Heart College Hostel delivers 
a safe and inclusive environment, supported in 
brotherhood, preparing students for the ever-
changing world.

Boarding is an integral part of Sacred Heart. The 
Hostel, located on site at the College, caters for 
up to 155 students up to Year 13. An interview 
(in person, or virtual) is undertaken by both the 
Deputy Headmaster – Boarding and the Director 
International Students. The Deputy Headmaster 
- Boarding allocates places for the best possible 
nationality mix to ensure International Boarders 
are well integrated into the Hostel environment. 

Hostel staff cater for individual needs and create 
a warm, family environment. The Hostel has 

excellent support services, and all meals are 
served in the spacious dining hall. Laundry is 
undertaken on site and boarders have access 
to dental and medical services as required. The 
Hostel’s pastoral and supervision staff ensure 
that boarders have access to care or advice at any 
time of the day or night.

Homestay
Sacred Heart College has hosted international 
students for many years. Homestay families are 
carefully chosen and monitored by the College 
to provide friendly, caring and quality homestay 
experiences. The suburbs surrounding the 
College are spacious, safe and often the houses 
are modern and well-equipped offering students 
easy access to public transport, local shops and 
amenities. 

Efforts are taken to ensure student’s preferences 
are matched with a suitable family. Full board 
(breakfast, lunch and dinner) is provided by 
homestay families. In a multi-cultural city like 
Auckland, many people enjoy eating a wide 
variety of cuisine.

Homestay is an amazing part of the New Zealand 
experience and students frequently stay in touch 
with their host family for the rest of their lives.
